2.0 Welcome and introductions
Derek opened the meeting with round the table introductions.
3.0 LiFE presentation
Sarah Hayward – Learning in Future Environments (LiFE) Programme Manager – presented a preview of LiFE, with the official launch date of 1st November 2011.
· Rigorous audit process to ensure quality of evidence

· Different types of institution are taken into account

· Not a league table

· An on-line improvement tool.

4.0 Green League presentation
Louise Hazzan of People and Planet joined the meeting via Skype to give a presentation on the Green League and its future direction.
· Green League Oversight Group (GLOG) involved in sign-off of criteria and point allocation.

· Shifting from basic elements that everyone has completed to new criteria.

· To be produced in the Guardian for the next two years.

· 160 institutions to be included from next year

· There has been a 4% increase in sector crbon emissions

· 72% of institutions have publicly available Carbon Management Plans

5.0 AGM
Derek Jones opened the AGM and announced he would be standing down as the Convener. Derek then went on to explain the role of the HE/FE Best Practice Group, looking specifically at energy performance of buildings within Wales, and its relationship with the Branch. Derek also explained how HEA are taking the lead on ESDGC.
